The volume controller is located 
near the bottom of the podium 
cabinet above the computer. The 
POWER switch is shown here. 

Volume, Frequent 

Situations and Misc.: 

To adjust the volume, turn on the controller and 
adjust by the left and right dials for the left and 
right sides of the room, depending on your 
audience. 

Make sure that the sound is on by checking the 
mute button at the top of the projector remote 
control or the speaker icon on the bottom right 
corner of the computer screen, next to the 
clock. 

When NO SIGNAL appears on the screen, make 
sure that the correct input is selected and that 
the equipment is plugged in and turned on. 
Outlets are located at the bottom left of the 
podium. 

To turn off the projector, press the OFF button 
twice on the projector remote control, as 
directed on the projection screen. Give ample 
time for the projector to cool down before 
turning on the projector again. 

Make sure that everything is the same as when 
you started when  you leave. Leave the 
controllers are in plain view for the next person.

How to use the Projector 

Remote Control: 

Remote control is usually found on the top of 
the podium next to the VCR/DVD 

remote control. 

The remote control must be pointed to the 
projector machine on the ceiling in order to 

turn it on. A red light will flash at the top of the 
remote control when a button is pressed.

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How to use the 

VCR/DVD Player: 

1. Press the ON button on the projector 
remote (see remote control image) to turn on 
the projector. Note: Wait for the projector to 
warm up. 

2. Press the POWER button on the silver 
VCR/DVD player to turn it on. 

3. Place either a VHS tape in the left or a DVD in 
the right side of the VCR/DVD player. 

4. Press the INPUT button (see image) on 
projector remote slowly until �^�/�E�W�h�d�ï�_ 
appears in the upper right hand corner of the 
projection screen. 

5. Use the buttons on the VCR/DVD player or 
VCR/DVD remote when you are ready to play 
your media. Use the VCR/DVD remote (found 
on top of the podium) in order to 
control the VCR/DVD player.

3. Press the power buttons located on the front 
of the computer and monitor if not already 
on.

4. The computer image will appear on the 
projection screen.

1. Begin with the laptop turned off to connect. 
2. Connect the VGA cable to the blue port and 

the Ethernet cable to the network jack on 
your laptop. The cables are located at the 
top-right corner of the podium. 

3. Press the ON button on the projector remote 
(see projector remote control image) to turn 
on the projector. Note: Wait a few moments 
for the projector to warm up. 

4. Press the INPUT button on the projector
