Elizabethtown Notes...
 The Blue Jays upset 15th-ranked Mary Washington 16-15 last 
Tuesday in St. Petersburg, Florida, as sophomore Stephanie Kreis 
scored her fourth goal of the day with 1.1 seconds remaining in regu-
lation. It was the second win over a ranked opponent in program 
history.
 Sophomore Megan Byrnes added three goals while juniors Katie 
Foley, Kelsea Kozak and Anna Ford scored two goals apiece for 
the Blue Jays.
 Ford added six draw controls while Kreis tallied a game-high sev-
en ground balls and fi rst-year student Sarah Cullinan set a program 
record with eight caused turnovers. In goal, junior Jenn Hawkins 
fi nished with 18 saves to earn the victory.

Susquehanna Notes...
 The Crusaders split two contests during their trip to St. Petersburg, 
Florida, losing 18-8 to Mary Washington before coming back to de-
feat Assumption College by a 19-9 score.
 Against Assumption, senior Erin McGarrigle scored a game-
high six goals while seniors Rachel Devilbiss and Mary Minuni 
added four goals apiece. Susquehanna led 10-4 at halftime and went 
on a 7-0 run in the second half to put away the win.
 In the loss to Mary Washington, Devilbiss paced the Crusaders 
with three goals while Minuni added a pair of tallies. Senior Jess 
Weiss fi nished with 15 saves in goal for Susquehanna.
