About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays defeated Lycoming 68-
61 in their Commonwealth Conference 
opener on Wednesday night, as sopho-
more G/F Joe Flanagan netted a game-
high 19 points while junior C Mike 
Church added 16 points... Last week-
end, Elizabethtown participated in the 
Wilkes-Barre Challenge at Wilkes Uni-
versity, defeating the host Colonels 71-
69 in Saturday’s action before falling 
72-54 to King’s on Sunday. Sophomore 
G Keith Fogel led the Blue Jays with 
17 points in the win over Wilkes, while 
fi rst-year G Kyle McConnell had a 
season-high 11 points against King’s...  
Flanagan has scored in double fi gures 
in all but one game this season, and has 
made at least one three-pointer in all 
13 games. He leads the team with 29 
three-pointers on the season, and has 
made 15 consecutive foul shots span-
ning the last four games... Not to be 
outdone, Fogel has canned each of his 
last 16 free-throw attempts over the last 
seven games... Church has blocked at 
least one shot in every game this sea-
son except against Rowan, when he 
only played 13 minutes before fouling 
out. He leads the Commonwealth Con-
ference with 22 blocks and has posted 
four double-doubles... In the last two 
games, the Blue Jays have committed a 
total of just 17 turnovers, making nine 
against King’s and eight at Lycoming.

About Messiah...

The Falcons have not played since 
dropping a pair of games in tourna-
ment action at Westmont (Calif.) Col-
lege on Dec. 29-30. Messiah has lost 
fi ve straight games since defeating 
Randolph 63-61 in overtime at the 
Salisbury Optimist Classic on  Dec. 
5... Junior F Andy Hawk, a second-
team All-Conference selection last 
season, is the team’s leading scorer at 
13.0 points per contest, the only Fal-
con to average in double fi gures. He 
leads the Commonwealth Conference 
in rebounding with an average of 8.0 
boards per game, and leads the team in 
fi eld-goal percentage at 50.0 percent 
(59-for-118)... Junior G Jamie Yoder 
is Messiah’s top long-range threat, 
having made 23 three-pointers among 
his 35 fi eld goals. Sophomore G Josh 
Hartman has also shown a sharp eye 
from beyond the arc, hitting 14-for-
27 (51.9 percent) on the season while 
going 0-for-4 on two-point tries... The 
Falcons have struggled from the fi eld 
this season, shooting just 37.4 percent 
as a team and averaging 63.8 points per 
contest. Messiah has shot less than 40 
percent from the fi eld in each of their 
last eight games... Last season, the Fal-
cons fi nished 15-10 overall and 4-6 in 
the conference, being eliminated from 
the league playoffs on the fi nal day of 
the regular season.
