About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays outlasted Marymount 
88-78 in overtime on Tuesday night, 
as sophomore G/F Joe Flanagan (22 
points), sophomore G Keith Fogel (21 
points) and senior G Phil Schaffer (12 
points) all fi nished with career highs. 
Elizabethtown outscored Marymount 
14-4 in overtime after the Saints rallied 
from a 13-point second-half defi cit to 
force the extra session... The game was 
delayed twice, for 30 minutes at the start 
when Marymount was late arriving due 
to a traffi c jam, and again for 13 minutes 
late in the second half when the gym 
lights automatically shut off at 11:00... 
Sophomore C Chris Hill also fi nished 
with a career high in scoring as he hit 
all three of his fi eld-goal attempts for 
six points in 13 minutes off the bench... 
The Blue Jays set season highs in nearly 
every offensive category against Mary-
mount, including points (88), fi eld-goal 
percentage (46.4 percent), rebounds 
(33), steals (18) and free throws made 
(18)... Flanagan is ranked fourth in the 
Commonwealth Conference in scor-
ing (15.6 points per game) with junior 
C Mike Church in fi fth at 13.6 ppg... 
Church, who led the conference in 
blocked shots last season with 36, leads 
the league with an average of 2.0  blocks 
per game (10 in fi ve games).

About Neumann...

The Knights have not played in 11 
days, since a 68-67 homecourt loss 
to Widener on Nov. 18 on a foul shot 
with three seconds left. First-year F 
Mike Walukiewicz led Neumann with 
16 points off the bench while junior F 
Toure’ Wright added nine points and a 
game-high 13 rebounds. Neumann shot 
51 percent (26-for-51) from the fi eld but 
went just 11-for-27 from the foul line... 
It was the second straight close loss for 
the Knights, who fell to Susquehanna 
59-57 in the championship game of the 
White Rose City Classic at York Col-
lege on Nov. 16, again on a foul shot in 
the fi nal seconds. In that game, senior 
F Eli Hitchens paced the Knights with 
16 points and seven boards... As a team, 
Neumann is shooting 53.4 percent (31-
for-58) from the foul line, compared 
to 46.3 percent (74-for-160) from the 
fi eld... Junior G Na’Sheed Linton 
dished out nine assists in a 71-57 win 
over York in the season opener, and had 
seven helpers against Widener... Wa-
lukiewicz has hit seven of the Knights’ 
16 three-pointers... Neumann was the 
last non-conference team to win in 
Thompson Gymnasium, by a score of 
72-69 on Nov. 26, 2006. Since then, the 
Blue Jays have won 12 straight home 
games against non-conference foes.
