About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays won at Division II Mill-
ersville 70-65 on Wednesday night, as 
sophomore G Keith Fogel scored a 
game-high 18 points, including three 
three-pointers. It was the second straight 
year that Elizabethtown has defeated 
Millersville, and their fi rst win at Pucil-
lo Gymnasium since Dec. 13, 1982. The 
Blue Jays have won three of the last 
four meetings with the Marauders... Ju-
nior F Josh Houseal set a career high 
with 10 rebounds against Millersville, 
while fi rst-year G Kyle McConnell had 
a season-best nine points off the Blue 
Jay bench... Sophomore F Joe Flana-
gan has scored in double fi gures in all 
seven games... Junior C Mike Church
scored a career-high 27 points in the 
Blue Jays’ 82-75 win over Neumann 
last Saturday afternoon... Over the last 
three games, Fogel is averaging 17.0 
points, 4.7 rebounds and 3.7 assists per 
game... The Blue Jays allowed a season-
low 41 percent from the fi eld to Mill-
ersville on Wednesday night, including 
3-for-18 from three-point range... Op-
ponents have shot better from the fi eld 
than Etown in each of the last six games, 
but the Blue Jays are 4-2 in that span... 
Tonight is the last home non-conference 
game of the season. The Blue Jays have 
won 13 straight home games against 
non-conference foes since a 72-69 loss 
to Neumann on Nov. 26, 2006.

About Gwynedd-Mercy...

The Griffi ns rolled to a 94-56 victory 
over Marywood in their CSAC opener 
on Thursday night, as senior F Dave 
Smith fi nished with 18 points and 14 
rebounds and junior G Lemeire Tal-
ley added 17 points. Gwynedd-Mercy 
dominated on the boards, outrebound-
ing Marywood by a 63-39 margin. All 
16 players on the Griffi n roster played 
at least fi ve minutes, and 15 of them 
made at least one fi eld goal... Sopho-
more F Jon Hogga leads the team in 
scoring at 13.8 points per game and 
rebounding at 7.8 boards per game de-
spite coming off the Griffi n bench. He 
is a transfer from Division I St. Peter’s 
where he averaged 3.0 points in 16 
games last season... Smith has blocked 
nine shots in Gwynedd-Mercy’s fi rst 
four games... Senior G Tim McCau-
ley leads the team with 5.0 assists per 
game while averaging 10.5 points per 
contest... Gwynedd-Mercy has forced 
its opponents into 80 turnovers through 
four games, while committing just 51 
miscues of its own... The Griffi ns and 
the Blue Jays share two common op-
ponents, with both teams defeating 
Alvernia and losing to Rowan... Last 
season, Gwynedd-Mercy lost 85-68 to 
Immaculata in the then-PAC title game, 
and fell 75-67 to Carnegie Mellon in 
the ECAC South Region fi nals to fi nish 
with a record of 21-10.
