Elizabethtown Notes...
 The Blue Jays picked up their fi rst victory of the season on Satur-
day night with a 1-0 win over Alvernia, as sophomore Tony Pacella 
scored his fi rst career goal in the 57th minute. The Blue Jays fi n-
ished with a 10-6 advantage in shots over the Crusaders, with senior 
Jeff Mullen making four saves to pick up the shutout...
 In 29 career matches spanning over 2,240 minutes, Mullen has 
allowed just 19 goals for a 0.76 goals against average. His shutout 
over Alvernia was his second of the season and 11th of his career...
 Until they led for the fi nal 33 minutes, 38 seconds against Alver-
nia, the Blue Jays had held the lead for a total of 36 seconds in their 
fi rst four matches...

Neumann Notes...
 The Knights battled 6th-ranked Montclair State on the road on 
Monday night, and played the Red Hawks even for 70 minutes be-
fore falling by a 3-1 score. Senior Jesse Urquhart scored the tying 
goal in the 61st minute after Neumann fell behind 1-0 after 77 sec-
onds, but Montclair State scored in the 71st and 81st minutes to earn 
the win...
 Previously, the Knights had played back-to-back ties against 
Chestnut Hill (2-2) and Stevenson (0-0). Against Chestnut Hill, the 
Knights held a 2-1 lead with 15 minutes to go but gave up the tying 
goal...
 Last season, the Knights qualifi ed for the PAC playoffs for the 
fi rst time in program history, and head coach Kevin Sloan was 
named conference Coach of the Year. Urquhart was a second-team 
All-PAC selection after scoring 12 goals and 31 points...
