About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays opened conference play 
with a 69-59 victory at Lycoming on 
Wednesday night, as senior F Jenn Mon-
tague became the fi rst Elizabethtown 
player since Susie Young in 1992-93 to 
record 20 points and 20 rebounds in the 
same game. Montague’s 20 points and 20 
boards were both career highs. Senior G 
Megan Quinn also notched a double-dou-
ble as she tallied a game-high 21 points 
to go along with 12 rebounds... The Blue 
Jays split two games at the SunSational 
Hoops Classic at St. Thomas, U.S. Vir-
gin Islands just prior to New Years Day. 
Elizabethtown lost 68-59 to Montclair 
State despite a season-high 18 points from 
sophomore G Megan Strohman, and de-
feated Cabrini 63-58 as Quinn notched 13 
points and nine rebounds while senior G 
Megan Romano and fi rst-year F Stepha-
nie Ellwood had 12 points each... Quinn 
and Montague are tied for the team lead 
with fi ve double-doubles this season... 
Strohman is 21-for-23 from the foul line 
this season, and would lead the Common-
wealth Conference in free throw percent-
age if she qualifi ed... Quinn ranks second 
in the Commonwealth Conference in both 
scoring (15.2 ppg) and rebounding (9.4 
rpg), trailing only Montague (9.5) in re-
bounds per game.

About Messiah...

The Falcons routed Hood 79-23 on 
Thursday night, their largest margin of 
victory since the 2000-01 season. Se-
nior G Christa Wenrich made all fi ve 
of her fi eld-goal attempts, including 
three three-pointers, and fi nished with 
a game-high 17 points for Messiah, 
which had four players reach double 
fi gures and shot 54.2 percent from the 
fi eld as a team... The win over Hood 
was Messiah’s fourth straight follow-
ing back-to-back losses to nationally-
ranked Kean and DeSales in mid-De-
cember... The Falcons opened the new 
year by winning the Naismith Classic 
at Springfi eld College, defeating Skid-
more 65-51 in the opening round and 
Salve Regina 63-57 in the champion-
ship game. Junior G Julie Henninger
was named tournament Most Valuable 
Player with Wenrich claiming a spot 
on the All-Tournament team... Senior 
F Ashley Brooks leads the Falcons in 
both fi eld goal percentage (54.9 per-
cent) and three-point percentage (57.9 
percent, 11-for-19) as well as blocked 
shots (24)... Three of Messiah’s fi ve 
starters shoot 82 percent or better from 
the foul line, led by senior G Katie 
Kalb at 94.4 percent (17-for-18)... The 
Falcons have won seven of the last nine 
Commonwealth Conference titles.
