About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays fell 72-65 at Albright on 
Wednesday night, as the Lions broke a 54-
54 tie with seven straight points midway 
through the second half. Senior G Megan 
Quinn led Elizabethtown with 14 points 
and eight rebounds, while fi rst-year F Kel-
ly Sauerzopf matched Quinn for the team 
scoring lead with a season-high 14 points. 
Senior G Megan Romano matched her 
career high with 13 points for the Blue 
Jays... Quinn, who sank a season-high 
four three-pointers at Albright, has aver-
aged 13.5 points and 9.2 rebounds over 
the last six games, including a pair of dou-
ble-doubles. She ranks third in the Com-
monwealth Conference in scoring average 
(14.4 ppg) and second in rebounding (8.9 
rpg), trailing only senior F Jenn Mon-
tague who has pulled 9.5 rebounds per 
contest... Sophomore G Megan Strohm-
an has made at least one three-pointer in 
nine consecutive games and in 12 of 13 
games this season... Junior F Ali Jury has 
blocked eight shots in just 83 minutes of 
playing time this season, including one in 
each of the last three games. She scored a 
season-high six points in seven minutes of 
action at Albright... In last year’s meeting 
at Thompson Gymnasium, the Blue Jays 
shot 63.6 percent (28-for-44) from the 
fi eld and defeated the Pride 86-64 behind 
28 points from Erin Walton.

About Widener...

The Pride cruised past Penn State 
Brandywine 81-47 in a non-conference 
battle on Wednesday night, as junior 
F Becky Tyler scored 15 points and 
grabbed 12 rebounds in just 15 minutes 
of action. All 13 players who entered 
the game for Widener scored a point, 
while none played more than 20 min-
utes. First-year C Casey Pritz added 
11 points and 10 boards for the Pride, 
who led 38-16 at halftime against the 
Lions... In their most-recent conference 
game, Widener lost at Lycoming 69-62 
on Sunday afternoon as the Warriors 
took the lead with 1:25 left and hit 10 
straight foul shots to seal the victory. 
Pritz led the Pride with 22 points and 
10 rebounds while senior G Barbara 
Fleming tallied 17 points and senior G 
Beth Dessart Mager made eight steals. 
As a team, the Pride went just 12-for-
26 from the foul line including 8-for-16 
in the second half... Pritz has posted six 
double-doubles this season including 
three in the last four games. She scored 
a season-high 24 points in a 66-61 win 
over Albright on Jan. 7... Since opening 
the season with a 1-3 record, the Pride 
have won nine of their last 11 games. 
Widener played six straight home 
games from Dec. 1 to Jan. 7, fi nishing 
with a 5-1 record over that span.
