About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays were defeated by Lebanon 
Valley last Saturday afternoon by a 71-
59 score. Senior G Megan Quinn scored 
a game-high 22 points and tied her career 
high with 14 rebounds for the Blue Jays, 
her eighth double-double of the season. 
Quinn enters today’s game with 991 
career points, nine shy of becoming the 
23rd player in program history to reach 
1,000 career points... Elizabethtown has 
made at least one three-pointer in 68 con-
secutive games, since going 0-for-9 in a 
49-47 win over Susquehanna on Nov. 
28, 2006... In addition to Quinn, senior 
G Megan Romano and senior F Jenn 
Montague are playing their fi nal game in 
an Elizabethtown uniform this afternoon. 
Romano has scored 414 points in three 
seasons (67 games) and added 231 assists 
and 101 steals, while Montague has netted 
530 points and grabbed 425 rebounds in 
86 career games. In addition to her point 
total, Quinn has tallied 489 rebounds, 
155 steals and 110 three-pointers in 96 
games.... Quinn is third in the Common-
wealth Conference in scoring (15.1 ppg), 
ranks second in rebounding (8.1 rpg) and 
third in steals (2.38 per game)... Romano 
has climbed to second in the conference 
in free-throw percentage (79.5 percent), 
and junior G Courtney Kofeldt is fourth 
in the conference in three-pointers with 
52 in 24 games (2.17 per game)... Eliza-
bethtown leads the conference with a 
school-record 147 three-pointers.

About Arcadia...

The Knights lost 80-32 to visiting Al-
bright on Tuesday night to fall to 0-11 
in Commonwealth Conference play. 
Junior G Kim Milligan led Arcadia 
with 11 points while senior G Shannon 
Bustin added 10 points, but the Knights 
shot 24.5 percent (12-for-49) from the 
fi eld and committed 25 turnovers... The 
Knights have been outscored by an av-
erage of 35.6 points in their 11 confer-
ence games, with their high point total 
of 45 coming in a 76-45 loss to Albright 
on Jan. 28... Senior F Caitlin Sparks 
has been the top offensive threat for Ar-
cadia, averaging 13.9 points per game 
to go with 7.5 rebounds per contest. 
Sparks has scored 20 or more points six 
times this season, including a 29-point 
performance in a 73-60 win over Penn 
State Berks on Nov. 22 and a 25-point, 
12-rebound effort against the Blue Jays 
in the teams’ fi rst meeting on Jan. 24... 
Milligan also averages in double fi g-
ures at 10.3 points per game, and has 
hit 49 of the team’s 76 three-pointers... 
Sparks was a fi rst-team All-Freedom 
Conference selection last season, and 
is the program’s all-time leading scorer 
with 1,338 points... Sophomore F Cor-
rine Geiger leads the Knights with 26 
blocked shots... First-year head coach 
Crystal Gibson is a 2005 graduate of 
Lebanon Valley College, where she 
was a standout four-year starter at point 
guard for the Dutchmen.
