About Elizabethtown...
The Blue Jays earned a sec-
ond-place finish at the eight-
team Messiah Invitational on 
Saturday, scoring 80 points to 
finish four points behind the 
host Falcons... First-year stu-
dent Tyler Erdman posted 
four falls to win at 125 pounds 
and junior Eric Rhoads took 
the championship at 141 
pounds... Sophomore Bill 
Meaney finished second at 
184 pounds and junior Tim 
Katzaman placed second 
at 285 pounds, while senior 
Jereme Heisey finished third 
at 165 pounds... Fourth-place 
finishes came from first-year 
student Will Bentley at 125 
pounds, junior Mike Lussier 
at 157 pounds and junior Paul 
Connor at 174 pounds... In 
all, the Blue Jays recorded 12 
falls (eight pins, four techni-
cal) along with a major deci-
sion among their 33 victories 
at the tournament... First-year 
student Brian Frantz had a 
pair of pins among his three 
wins at 149 pounds... With 
five victories on Saturday, 
Heisey increased his career 
win total to 48... Sophomore 
J.R. Hewitt claimed his first 
career victory with a pin in 
1:08 at 157 pounds...

About Johns Hopkins...
The Blue Jays took sixth at 
the Messiah Invitational on 
Saturday, with a total of 54.5 
points... Senior Tyler Schmidt 
won a pair of decisions to win 
at 197 pounds and give Johns 
Hopkins their only individual 
title... First-year student Mi-
chael Testa was runner-up at 
133 pounds, picking up a pair 
of pins en route to the finals...
First-year student Hector Cin-
tron took fourth at 184 pounds 
to give the Blue Jays their only 
other placewinner on the day... 
Schmidt is the Blue Jays’ top 
returning winner after going 
23-5 last season, including 
seven pins. Sophomore Matt 
Rugani posted 14 wins at 285 
pounds and sophomore Xavi-
er Mohammed had 12 victo-
ries at 133 pounds, and are the 
only other returnees to finish in 
double figures in victories last 
year... Last season, Hopkins 
finished fourth in the Centenni-
al Conference and had two in-
dividual champions — Patrick 
Stanley at 165 pounds and Eric 
Fishel at 184 pounds. Fishel 
went on to finish eighth at the 
NCAA Division III champion-
ships to earn All-America hon-
ors...
